PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

The meeting was opened with a prayer.

MINUTES: The minutes of the meeting of January 12, 3009 were approved as distributed.

TREASURER’S REPPORT: The treasurer’s report of January 2009 was accepted as presented.  Last month there was a deficit of $742.70 and it looks like there will be another deficit this month.  Everyone did not pay their pledge.  I was suggested that announcement about monies be placed in the church bulletin and that quarterly pledge statements be given to the families.   The families would also be asked to let us know if they will not be able to maintain their pledges.

PASTOR’S REPORT: Fr. Basil felt that the diocese conference was a great time of centering on the kingdom of heaven.  There are currently 5 catechumens. · Hall rental: Jeane Wood presented a Facility Use Agreement Form for the council discussion and approval.  Eric Townsend moved and Joanna Townsend seconded the contract form be accepted, and that it could be amended as necessary.  Motion carried.
· Sunday School classrooms: The classrooms are nearing completion.  
· Telephone & Internet:  Neal Schaefer sent a written report on what he found while investigating about the possibility of combining the telephone service with an Internet connection. A decision about this will be made at the next meeting.   
· Craig’s List: Eric Townsend said he had not been able to put our equipment that is to be sold on the Internet.  At this time the equipment is not accessible for inventory due to barn damage and snow. 
· International Festival: The committee will meet this Saturday.
· Family Promise:  Joy Corey introduced Lynn Down who heads Family Promise.  Lynn talked about the program and handed out information about the program.  It would involve having approximately 14 homeless persons spend the evening and night for a week at St. Johns.  Two volunteer would be needed to spend the night, plus fix dinner, breakfast and have materials for a packed lunch.  This will be discussed at the next Parish Council Meeting.
