ST. JOHN THE BAPTIST ORTHODOX CHURCH

PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

JULY 14, 2009

ATTENDEES: Very Reverend Fr. Basil Caldaroni, Mark Fellegy, Ed Corey, Shirley Jenkin, Eric Townsend, Joanna Townsend, Jeane Wood, Eleni Schumacher.

The meeting was opened with a prayer.

MINUTES: The minutes of the meeting of June 9, 2009 were accepted as distributed.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Jeane Wood and Eleni Schumacher presented the treasurer’s report.  The Archdiocese dues went up approximately $100.00.

PASTOR’S REPORT: Dylan Dickerson and his two daughters, catechumens from California, will be moving here the end of July.  That makes a total of 8 catechumens.  The Tuesday evening study group is going well and the Saturday morning group will start after the Dormition.  Fr. Basil will be gone the next two Tuesdays.  Our two Sub-deacons, Barnabus Schaefer and Mark Townsend, will each lead one of the two Tuesday Reader’s Vespers and study group. Bishop Joseph said Orthos should not include the cannon.  


The pan-Orthodox Dormition celebration is scheduled as follows.  The Vespers for the feast will be held at 6:00p.m. on Friday, August 14, 2009 at St. John’s, with a slide show and refreshments to follow.  On Saturday, August 15, 2009 Orthos will be at 9:00a.m. and Liturgy at 10:00 a.m. at Holy Trinity.  Our annual parish wide picnic will be held from 1:00 to 4:00p.m at Pavilion Park in Liberty Lake.  Saturday Vespers will follow at 5:00p.m. at Christ the Savior.


Fr. Basil announced that St. John’s was organizing an Orthodox information and goodie booth as outreach at Timber Days in Priest River on July 24-25, 2009.  Due to parishioners being at Priest River, no Vespers will be held at St. Johns on Saturday, July 25, 2009.


The church fish sale resulted in a good amount of money to buy grocery script for hungry people coming to our church for assistance.


The second chanting seminar will be held August 21-24, 1009.


Fr. Basil read an Archpastoral Directive from Metropolitan Phillip. It stated that the Metropolitan and area Bishop are to be commemorated at all divine services, regardless of whether or not the bishop is physically present.  

Another letter was received from Fr. George Kevorkian, Hierarchical Assistant. The proposed changes for the Proportional Giving System would become effective for 2011, if passed at the Archdiocese Convention.  It states that all deductions would be eliminated and would be based on the total Operating Income.  The base income would start at 8% for 2011 and the increase ½% each year until the parishes reach 10%.  However, a letter was received today stating that this plan will not be presented at the Archdiocese Convention this month.


Fr. Basil announced that Wally Goodsen asked if we would make a donation to the Coeur d’Alene Homes fundraiser.  We are one of their sponsors.  Jeane Wood moved and Eric Townsend seconded that we contribute $100.00 to the fundraiser.  Motion carried.

Fr. Basil reported that a couple using our dinning hall had requested taking pictures in our cemetery Gazebo.  After discussion, it was decided that no pictures could be taken inside the fence at our cemetery.

PMT REPORTS:

· Financial:  Ed Corey reported that the two ovens had been sold.  This concludes the items we had for sale on Craig’s List.  The parking lot has been repaired, sealed and painted.  The deck and gazebo have been stained.  These items came from the priority list.

· Building and Grounds: Mark Fellegy reported that the sprinkler system is leaking.  The repair problem is being investigated.  There are still questions about the stability of the part of the barn that was affected by the heavy winter snow.  The rest of the barn needs to be cleaned.  The subject of trying to see if we could use water from the well next door was discussed.  We do not know if it would save us water money or if the pump is viable.  Use of the well was tabled at this time.  The windows are being opened during the Liturgy making the air conditioner ineffective.  Ed. Corey volunteered to secure and install window locks.

NEW BUSINESS:

· AED DEFIBLERATORS: Joanna Townsend asked if there was a need for one of these machines.  The cost ranges from $600.00 to $4,000.00.  A California company does give grants from $300.00 to $800.00 to some facilities.  It was decided that we should investigate the possibility of securing a grant.  Joanna will investigate this grant and report back to the Council.
· Orthodox Web Solutions:  Eric Townsend suggested that we use this site for our web.  The site is run by the Archdiocese and has a content management system.  The set up would cost $150.00, plus $25.00 per month.  The bookstore could be added and set up for $250.00 and monthly charge for both would be $45.00 per month.  Ed Corey moved and Joanna Townsend seconded that we proceed with purchasing the Orthodox Web Solutions Package.  A donor has agreed to pay for the set up.  Motion carried.
· CPR MASK:  The purchase of one will be investigated.
The meeting was closed with a prayer.
