PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

The meeting was opened with a prayer.

MINUTES: The minutes of the meeting of February 24, 2009 were approved as distributed.

TREASURER’S REPORT: The treasurer’s report for February 2009 was accepted as presented.  In February there was a pledge deficit of  $1,507.14 making the total pledge deficit for the general fund $3,223.47 for the last two months. Jeane Wood will be the new Team leader for the Financial PMT.

PASTOR’S REPORT: Fr. Basil said there had been negative reports about putting the big round tables together, so we will be leaving them apart.  The children will be putting flowers on Christ’s tomb on Holy Friday.  Some adults are needed to help.  The hours will be prayed throughout the day.  Bishop Joseph will be in Bonners Ferry the first weekend in May.  He will be at St. John’s either the Friday before this or the following week.  We should have his schedule by the first of April.  Fr. Basil read letters: one from the Synod of the Patriarchate and another from Metropolitan Philip.

OLD BUSINESS:

· Parish Life Conference: We have not heard from Fr. Michael about our two parishes having an advertisement together in the Parish Life Conference Booklet.
· Craig’s List:  Eric Townsend and Ed Corey will be going over to the barn to take pictures of items to be sold.  
· Family Promise: It was decided that the parish would not participate in this program at this time.  Some volunteers from our church could help at other churches currently involved in this program.  It was felt we needed to finish some current projects before embarking on a new one.
· International Festival: The international festival has been cancelled.  Instead we will have a Greek dinner on June 13, 1009, as a fundraiser.
· Sunday School Classrooms: The walls will be textured next Monday, and then the rooms will be primed, painted and molding installed.  The rugs will also be cleaned.
NEW BUSINESS: 

· Speakers: We need to think about having a speaker at the church.  Come prepared to bring up potential speaker’s names at the next parish council meeting.  
· PMT’s Meeting: To be held on March 22, 2009.  Focus will be mainly on social, but business will be all right.
· Church Cleanup: After Liturgy on Lazarus Saturday there will be a church and grounds cleanup.
· Financial Peace University:  Would we want to repeat this program?  The participants pay $300.00 and the church gets $100 for each person.  This will be discussed later.
Sisterhood: Nanette Brisbane reported that the baking for the Pascha Bake sale is now underway.  An Annunciation Tea and Luncheon is scheduled for April 4, 2009.  Approximately 90 women are planning to attend.  There will be Easter baskets for sale and Gayle Goodsen has made a quilt to be raffled off.
